* Bring out tropicals and houseplants you wintered-over indoors, magic # is 40 degrees
Wash their foliage, top dress soil with earthworm castings, transplant if root-bound

* Acid Lovers get fed Hollytone organic fertilizer near Easter (March 31st)
Azaleas, Camellias, Gardenias, Japanese Maples, Dogwoods, Hydrangeas....

* Wait to prune Spring flowering shrubs and vines until after blooming
(Hydrangeas, Plum Delight, Wisteria, Caroline Jessamine...)
